Doksan-dong Cattle Market, along with the cattle market in Majangdong, is
one of Seoul's largest cattlemarkets, and is one of the two largest livestock
wholesae marketsin Seoul.Back in the 1960s and 1970s,thearea behindthe
Guro Industrial Complex, slaughterhouses and the cattle market flourished.
Aftersuffering a slumpdueto the relocation of slaughterhouses in the2000s,
the area was designated as an urban regeneration zone in 2017 and is
expectedto undergotheurban regeneration project until2023.

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G-Valley Industrial Tourism Exhibition Space is built on Bl of Gasan Digital
Complex Station (Line 7) toprovide a space for exhibitionsofthe leading 4th
Industrial Revolution+elated companies in GValley, offering a variety of
interactive experiences.

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Itis an dley-type market where all of the merchants are the cooperative
members, the only one of its kind in Geumcheon-gu, promoting various
events and discount eventsin an orderly and systematic manner. The entire
market dley is surrounded by arcades and friendly merchants voluntarily
observing customer lines and offering convenient and pleasant shopping
experiences comparable tolargesupermarkets.
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There is aginkgotree designated as a protectedtree in Geumcheon-gu,and it
is one of the oldest treesin Seoul dong with Cheonnyeonhyang in Seocho-
dong. The Eunhaengnamu Market was named after this inkgo tree, which is
something of a symbol for Geumcheon-gu. It was selected as a Seoul-style
new marketin 2017 and the traditional mar ket became modemized through
afacility modernization project that installed arcades and customer parking
lots in 2019. Also, a lot of effort has been made to tmansform it into a

prestigious market through service training for merchants and various events.
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It is a store that makes noodles with sunlight and wind, instead of a heater

from a factory. Opened in 1988, it still sells noodles made by the traditional
method for over 30 years now.
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Geumcheon Harmony Festival
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Every spring, the Geumcheon Harmony Festival is held in Geumcheon-gu.
Selected in 2019 as a new-brand festival of Seoul, the Geumcheon Harmony
Festival comprises and is operated with programs in which residents can
participate and enjoy together—from orchestra, choirand fringe performance
to walking and drawing contests. The cherry blossom leaves scatterad along
the spring wind and the time spent with the family in the midst of that
fragrance will remain asvaluablememories.

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Every November in Geumcheon-gu, “THE Eomcheongna” festival, founded
upon voluntary participation and planning by living culture clubs, is held.

King Jeongjo Tomb Parade Reenactment
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In the 20th year of his reign (1795, year of Eulmyo), Jeongjo, the 22nd king of
JoseonDynast whoachieved the greatest political and literary Renaissance in
the late Joseon period, led a large-scale royal parade for eight consecutive
days from February 9 to 16 in celebration of the 60th birthdays of Queen
Hyeongyeong (Hyegyeonggung, the Lady Hong), his mother, and Jangjo, his
father; this is the Hwaseong Procession of the year of Eulmyo. To reenact the
Hwaseong Wonhaeng of the year of Eulmyo (1795), which symbolizes King
Jeongjo’s dream and his love for his parents, Geumcheon-gu has hosted the “
King Jeongjo Tomb Parmde Reenactment” every October since 2016 together
with Seoul and Gyeongg-do.

Operation of “Neighborhood Cultural Heritage
Exploration Program”
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“Neighborhood Culturd Heritage Explomtion Program,” promoted as a part of
the local cultural heritage utilization project by Cultural Heritage Administra-
tion, has been operated for free since 2018. It has developed the historical
meaning and stories of cultural properties of Seoul Hoamsanseong Fortress
and Hoapsa Temple into various content such as Hoamsanseong Fortress
forest rangers, puppet show and cultural heritage docents.

Itis said that King Jeongjo of the Joseon Dynasty ordered the construction
of Sheung Palace as a temporary or occasional residencein siheung-hyeon
(prefecture), which was the name of Geumcheon-gu at that time. when he
paid a visit to Hyeollyungwon (the tomb of King Jeongjo’s father, Crown
Prince Sado). Unfortunately, this temporary palace no longer exists. Accord-
ing to reports related to the nation’s cultural heritage and oral tradition. it is
thought that the palace wassituated nearthe Came lia building orHyeongje
Phammacy. Currently, three ginkgo trees that are over 800 years old and 4

Exemplary Steles, which were erected for prefects of Siheung-hyeon, can be
found near the site.
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The graveyard for the descendants of Lord Yangdo, of the An Clan of
Sunheung, designed as Seoul City’s Tangble Culture Asset No.74, is located at
San 1261, Siheung-dong. The graveyard consists of three tombs of the
descendants of Lord Yangdo, An Gyeong-gong(1347-1421), an aristocrat who
lived between the end of the Goryeo Dynasty and the rise of the Joseon
Dynasty. This graveyard comprisingseveraltombs in historically and academ-
ically significant, providinga wealth of information on the gravesystem of the
early JoseonDynasty.
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The heritages of the future will be tangible and intangible assets, with value

thatis preservedfor the future generations of Seoul,and which is not currently
registered asa cultural asset. Theywill bea collection of treasures 100 years.
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The Gasan Digital Complex station is a heritage for the future that must be
preserved through steady managementasa public facility thathascontinued
tochangethroughout thehistory ofthesubway being operated in Seoul, itisa
cutting-edge metro-city and capital, since its establishment as a provisiona
stationfor the World TradeFair held in Guro in 1968.
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TheGasan CultureCenter is the first welfare center builtinside Guro Industrid
Complex No. 3in 1977, and has been used & a facility for the welfare and
culturd enjoyment of its workers. Currently, it is used as a wefare facility for

self-reliance and employment support for workingteens, thus it is preserved
through continuous maintenance.
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Digita Complex Junction (Digital Complex Junction) isa space that showsthe
lives and memories of the workers at GuroIndustrial Complex since the 1960s.
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Itis atraditional Buddhist temple of Geumcheon-gu builtin 1393 (2nd year
of the reign of King Taejo of Joseon Dynasty). When King Taejo founded
Joseonand tried toconstruct theroyal palace,thingsdid not progress well
and the palace collapsed on afew occasions. Afterhearing that building a
tem ple at the tail part of a mountain peak resembling a tiger would m ake
everything smooth, great monk Muhak built a temple and named it
Hoapsa. Inside the temple, there is Seated Sone Medicine Buddha,which
is Seoul Cultural AssetNo. 8.
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Hoamsan Mountain is the most wel-known mountan of Geumcheon-gu,
and its name comes from its shapew hich resembles a tiger running towards
Seoul Hoamsan Mountain, famous for its beautiful terrain and unrivaled
scenery,isa populardestination for visitors. The fortresswas built during the
time when Silla brought theH angang River basinintoitssphereofinfluence

and unified thethree kingdoms, and it has been keeping track of historical
changesthrough Goryeoand Joseon to the present day.
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Guro Industrid Complex Workers' Life Experience Center is an exhibition
facility that evokes the modem historicalsignificance oftheold Guro Industrial
Com plex, which symbolizes the industrialization and democatization of the
Republic of Korea. As a space for education and experience for the future
genemtions, it is a future heritage that must be preserved by continuous
management and support.
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Seoul Art Space Geumcheon is a creative space inside a remodeled printshop

in Doksan-dong Geumcheon-gu and it is a new concept art space that tests
globa aesthetics with localregionadism.
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This is a two-generation familyrun Chinese restaurant that opened in 1950.

ThisChineserestauranthasbeen in runningfor more than 60 years at thesame
location,showing the appeamnceof Siheung-dong area'sstoried history.
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The Export Bridge is an overpass built to transport products from the Guro

Industrial Complex, the foundation of industrializationin the 1970s, and itis a
road facility symbolizing the era of industrialization.
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There are some traces ofthe mountan fortress remaining within Hoamsan-
seong Fortress, Seoul and the fortress isbelieved to have been builtaround
the 12th year of King Munmu's reign during the Unified Silla Dynasty, to
effectively defend and attack an overland route crossing the Hangang River
into Suwon and a sea route entering Namyang Harbor during the Silla-Tang
War. The total length of the fortress wall is estimated to be aout 1,250
meters, but as it has been left unattended fora long time, only about 300
meters of wall remain inrelatively good condition.
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This historic site, located within the urban development project area at 441-6
Doksan-dong, Geumcheon-gu, was temporarily built and operated while
Sillb was advancing into the Hangang River basic between the late 6th

century and thefirst half of the Tth century, anditis valuable for comparative
studies with other ruins from Silla.
