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About Geumcheon-gu

Geumcheon—gu is located in the southwestern section of Seoul. It borders Gwa-
nak—gu to the east, Gwangmyeong—si to the west, Anyang-si to the south, and
Guro—gu to the north. Geumcheon—gu looks like a shoe on a map. Hoamsan
Mountain extends latitudinally, with Anyangcheon Stream, a tributary of Hangang
River, flowing longitudinally through the district. The West Coast Highway runs
along the stream. As a leading industrial area of Seoul, Geumcheon—gu has MNos.
2 and 3 Korea Industrial Complexes (present-day Seoul Digital Industrial Complex)
built in 1965 under the Three-year Economic Development Plan.

About 7,500 manufacturers are operating in the complex. The many cloth-
ing discount outlets in the complex make it a popular shopping destination. The
Geumcheon-gu Office plans to develop it as an area specializing in fashion design
(Complex 2) and knowledge/information technology (Complex 3). The area was
renamed Geumnju in 240 (23rd year of the reign of King Taejo of the Goryeo Dy-
nasty). The name was changed again to Geumcheon—hyeon in 1413 (13th year of
the reign of King Taejong of the Joseon Dynasty). The area continued to be called
Geumcheon-hyeon for 380 years, only to be renamed Siheung-hyeon in 1795
(19th year of the reign of King Jeongjo).

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Hanumul wellis located at the top (height: 315m) of Hoamsan (Mountain) within Seoul Hoamsan-
seong Fortress, designated as National Historc Site No, 343, Also called Cheonjeong (Heavenly
Well), Yongbok (Prostrate Dragon), or Yongchu (Dragon Pond), the well was first dug in the 6th or
7th Century during the Unified Silla Period. Another well was dug in a place shightly westward from
the original one during the Joseon Period (1392~1910). The first one measures 17.8m (L), 13.6m
(W), and 2.5m (D), and the second one, 22m (L), 12m (W), and 1.2m (D). General Secn Geoi is
said to have used this well for military purposes during the Imijin War (1592~1598). Some people

say that the place was used to pray for rain duning a long spell of drought. There are also others
who say that the well was used to put out mountain fires.

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National Historic Site No. 343. Location: Within Seoul Hoamsanseong Fortress. This is located
about 50m northeast of Hanurmul Well, People associate this one with the Joseon Dynastg des-
ignation of Hanyang (present-day Seoul) as the new capital. They say that this one was located
in a position facing another stone image of an imaginary animal, Haechi, put in Gyeongbokgung
Palace as guardian against fire. The statue resembles a dog more than a Haechi, and according to
the Gyeonggieupji (Town Chronicles of Gyeonggi Province, 1956), it should be viewed as a statue

of a dog. The stone statue exhibits a detailed and realistic carving technique, has well-defined fea—
tures, including its feet and tail, and measures 1.7m in length, 0.9m in width and 1.0m in height.

Hoamsanseong Fortress was a Temoesik sanseong. Some traces of the fortress are still left. Over—
all, the site is shaped like a trapezoid extending from northeast to southwest along the ridge 325m
high above sea level. A structure built along the natural topography, the fortress has total length
of about 1,250m. Today. a 300m-long section remains. It was built in or about 672 (the 12th year
of the reign of King Munmu of Unified Silla), supposedly to fend off the enemy dunng the war
between the Silla Dynasty and Tang Dynasty of China (670~676).

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The graveyard for the descendants of Lord Yangdo, the An Clan of Sunheung, designated as
Seoul City's Tangible Cultural Asset No. 74. The graveyard consists of three tombs of the de-
scendants of Lord Yangdo, An Gyeong-gong (1347~1421), an anstocrat who lived between the
end of the Goryeo Dynasty and the nse of the Joseon Dynasty. The place keeps three steles
(stone monurment set up at the tomb of an ex-official whose rank was 2-pum or higher dunng
the Joseon Penod), eight stone images looking like officials, and two stone lamps in addition to
tombs. An Gyeong-gong is the founder of the Faction of Lord Yangdo. He was designated as
a mertorious su L||m“t for his role in helping General Yi Seong-gye (King Tagjo) to O,_.tnbll“"l the
Joseon Dynasty. He served as Chief of Staff to the King, Hanseong (present-day Seoul) Mayor,
and Director at Hongmungwan (Office of Special Adwisers).
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Cultural Hertage of Seoul No. 8

This statue is located in Hoapsa Temple. lts ushrisha (piece of flesh signifying wisdom on top of
Buddha 's head) is low. Buddha's hair is portrayed as thick, and the wide square face looks plump.
The overall expression of the body, robe wrinkles on the left amrm, and tie knot on the chest, etc.,
show features of Buddha images made dunng the early Joseon Period. The red marble, held on
two hands clasped together tells us that it is the Medicine Buddha (Bhaisajyaguru), who is said to
have the power to heal, both physically and spinitually, and lead the people to the truth,
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As the only Tradiional Buddhist Temple left in Geumcheon-gu, it was founded by Monk Muhak in
1393 (the 2nd vear of the reign of King Taejo, founder of the Joseon Dynasty). It keeps a Seokyak-
sa Seated Buddha designated as Seoul City Cultural Matenal No. 8. The story about the foundation
of the temple goes like this: Right after establishing a new dynasty, King Taejo started work for
building the royal palace in Hanyang (present-day Seoul), but the work did not go smoothly. One
night, a monster half of whose body looked like a tiger appeared and tried to crash into a structure
under construction. Guards shot arrows at it, but the monster destroyed the structure, and then
disappeared. An old man appeared in the king's dream and told him that a mountain peak look-
ing like a tiger head was overlooking Hanyang, and that he needed fo build a temple at a section
comesponding to the tail of the tiger to beat the tiger's power. Thus, a temple was built here and
named Hoapsa (literally meaning temple designed to beat the tiger's power).

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Juniper Tree and Three-story Stone Pagoda
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The Three-Story Stone Pagoda is situated at 230-40, Siheung 2-dong, next to a Chinese Juniper
that is over 500 years old, which is located 50 meters from Topdong Elementary School. The
juniper tree at 230-40 Siheung dong, standing night next to a three—story stone pagoda, was
designated as a tree for municipal protection. The area used 1o be called Tapgok or Tapgol (wllage
of a pagoda).

It is assumed that the pagoda was built over 500 years ago. Itis also said that if a childless woman

performed mertonious deeds here, she would give birth to a son. In the olden days, villagers held
a sacrificial nte to pray for peace and health at the stone pagoda once a year.

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This is the site of the Geurncheon-hyeon (prefecture) Government Office. The place has many
names in accordance with its use such as Mabangjan (Site of Horse Stable of the Government

Office), Ajeongolmok [Residence of Petty Officials], Byeongsateo (Military Camp Site), and; Bi-
seckgeor (Site of Monuments for the Magistrates).
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Site of Siheunghyanggyo Confucian School

Geumcheon 01 (blue) Bus stop for Ubang APT or Beomil Bus Company Terminal
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Hyanggyo was a state-run local school set up during the Geryeo and Joseon Periods. |t also kept
a shrine for paying homage to Confucius and great deceased Confucian scholars and a lecture
hall named Myeongmyundang. According to a histoncal record about Stheung, Siheunghyvangayo
used to keep a 6 kan* shrine for Confucius and a 6 kan lecture hall. Siheunghyanggyo, which

existed until 1944, was integrated with the one in nearby Gwacheon.

During his period of residence at the house, Gang wrote Geurnyang Jamnok (an agricuttural book),
which is regarded as one of the greatest books on Korean agriculture, as much as Nongsa Jik-
seol (iterally “Straight Talk on Farming,” written in the early Joseon period). Geumyang Jamnok

includes invaluable data on the agricultural environment of Gyeonggi-do duning the early Joseon
period. He wrote Geumyangjamok, a book on agriculture, as well as the 17-volume Sasukjaejip.

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An Sun~hwan was an expert of Joseon food, who operated famous restaurants such as Myeong-
wolgwan and Sikdowon during the Japanese colonial period. In a hope to revive national spint, he
established Nokdongseowon Confucian Academy at the current location (169-18, Siheung-dong)
at his own expense, and built Dangunjecn Shrine in 1930 to the left of the Confucian Academy,
A portrait of Dangun was enshrined at Dangunjeon Shrine to hold rituals in spring and autumn eve-
ry year, but the shrine was gradually demalished under Japanese oppression. In February 1948,
Dangunjeon Shrine was restored by a local association, but was demolished again in 1981 due to
urban development. The former site of the shrine is now occupied by town houses.
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Malmi-gogae (Ridge)
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Malmi Pass refers to the hilly area on Siheung—daero, from Lotte Castle Gold Apartment in Doksan-
dong to Malmi Sageon. The place was called Malmoe (meaning Horse Hill) since the topography of
the nearby mountain looks like a horse. The name was changed to Malmi over tme. Young people
are said 1o have taken a rest here and watered their horses on their way to Hanyang {present—day

Seoul) to take a state—run exam for recruiting high—ranking officials. Many horse bones were found
trom the jobsite of carmying out the work of expanding the width of Siheung-daero.
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Siheung Temporary Palace Site
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It is said that King Jecngjo of the Joseon Dynasty ordered the construction of Siheung Palace
as a temporary or occasional residence in Siheung-hyeon (prefecture), which was the name of
Geumcheon-gu at that ime, when he paid a visit to Hyeollyungwon (the tomb of King Jeongjo's
father, Crown Prince Sado). The temporary palace was said to have measured 114 kan.® We can
only guess where it was based on word of mouth and materials on historical sites. Currently, three
ginkgo trees that are over 800 years old and 4 Exemplary Steles, which were erected for prefects

of Siheung-hyeon, can be found near the site.

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This refers to a section of Siheung 5-dong where an 800-year—old ginkgo tree stands. Such name
was attached to it due to the existence of four monuments set up to honor virtuous administrators.

More monuments used to be here but were now gone. The four monuments left are for Admin-

istrators (Grade—5 officials) Kim Byeong-i. Yi Jang-hyeck. Jo Yong—gu. and Bang Cheon—yong.
thought to date back to 1878, 1879, 1884, and 1892, respectively.
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Site of Banyuguhwa Station
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Banyuguhwa Station was located on Doksangogae (Ridge). The name of the place was Bansi,
which was a vanation of Bansu, meaning a quiet village like water in a washing basin. The station
was where horseback deliverers of the government’s official documents or important military

intelligence changed their horses. The place was also used to welcome and see off envoys from
neighboring countries. It had lodgings for traveling officials as well.
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Hoamsan (Mountain)

Hoamsan (height: 393m) is a rocky mountain located in Siheung-dong, Geum-
cheon—gu. It extends.to Samseongsan (Mountain) to the west of Gwanaksan
(Mountain). It was also called Geumjusan or Geumjisan (meaning main mountain
in Geumcheon), The name Hoam was attached to it since it is shaped like a ti-
ger. Several anecdotes about the two mountain ranges looking like a tiger running
northward have been handed down from the period when the Joseon Dynasty was
founded. Hoapsa Temple in Hoamsan (Mountain) was said to have been founded
by Monk-Muhak at the instruction of the king out of a wish to protect people from
tigers’ attack.

There are many trails leading to the top of Hoamsan (Mountain), but the best one
for appreciating the grand sight of the rocky mountain is the path from Hoapsa
Temple to Kalbawi Ridge. The most convenient path for those arriving in a subway
is the one from Seoksu Station leading to 'Seoul Gwanaksan(Mountain) Trail en-
trance bordefing Anyang-si.

According to a local legend, when Japanese troops pillaged the area during the
Japanese Invasion of Korea in 1592, a local strong man tried to halt the advance of the Japanese
invaders. The Japanese commander praised the man’s courage and proposed that if the man could
beat him in a chin-up contest, they would keave. He agreed, and just as the Japanese commander

was struggling to do his 100th chin—up, he fell below the rock, supposedty ripping away the end
of the rock.

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Built in August 2012, Hoamsan Waterfall is Seoul City's longest eco-fnendly waterfall, measur-

ing 175m in length (75m in height) and 2m in width, with a gradient of 20~70°, It was built after

a landslide caused by torential rainfall in 2011 severely damaged the surrounding area (around

Hoam Tunnel 1) at San 91-12, Siheung-dong. Much effort was poured into making this artificial
waterfalls look like a natural one, and it was a success.
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Siheung Gyegok (Valley) forms a gentle slope. Located close to a downtown neighborhood, it is
easily accessible. The dense forest and clean water in the valley make for a nice place for a family

picnic in summer. Villagers love to visit the place in the moming and improve their health using the
workout devices installed there,

ake the towm bus Gaumcheon (1 (biue) Bus stop for Hoapsa Temple
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The dense, 5-hectare Nut Pine Woodland Park, situated around San 93-1. Siheung-dong, was
created as part of an afforestation project in an area that was bit by landslides three times in 1978,
1984, and 1989, This woodland park is a popular relaxation space among residents in Geumcheon—

gu. In addition, the Seoul Dulle-gil Trail extends from Sadang Station at Gwanaksan (Mountain) to
Seoksu Station in Siheung 3-dong.
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Yeolliji Tree (Tree of Love)
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Town bus Geumncheon 11 Bus stop for Samseongsan Park, Semseong Sports Park.
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These tree trunks refer to the trunks of two different trees combined into one, as if they are from one
trea. They are located about 300m away from Sarmseongsan Park in Siheung-dong, Geumcheon-
gu in the direction of Hoapsa Temple. In China, two lovers used to say, “In heaven may we be like
two birds tied together to the same wing, and on earth may our roots intertwine.” “Intertwined
roats” (described as yeolliji in Korean and lianlizhi in Chinesa).

Anyangcheon (Stream), a tnbutary of the Hangang (River) in the suburbs of Seoul, is 32.54m long.
The 6.5km section of Anyangcheon (Stream) that passes through Geumcheon-gu is called Hannae.
Thanks to the recent improvement of its water quality and an abundance of water, the stream is
inhabited by diverse species of fish including carp. Chinese minnows, minnows, and horse—shoe
crabs, and is wisited by vanous species of birds including egrets, white herons, and teal, trans-
forming it into an ecological stream in the middle of the city. A bicycle path (6.03km) runs along the
stream from Anyang to the Hangang (River), while Chemry Blossom Street follows the Ttukbang
walking path. There is also a ose garden situated in front of Geumcheon—gu Office Station. Lo-
cal residents can easily access these excellent health and leisure facilities. There are a million
roses of 32 types in a rose garden present quite a sight along the 2km section between Subway
Geumcheon—gu Office and Secksu Stations.
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As part of the Neighborhood Park Development Project in 2008, this area was transformed from
an unpleasant sight - with random farming and illegal dumping of waste around the residential
area - to a desirable place for relaxation and exercise for its residents. Currently, the park includes
a mineral spring, multi-purpose squane, sports facilities (including a badminton court), as well as
various wild flowers and trees (including wild cherry).
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Located close to a residential area, the park is loved by the locals. It extends to hiking trails in
:ﬁ:-’zﬂ: Mountain. The park has tennis court, workout devices, rose garden, mineral spnng, pa-
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This is a green space that people in the neighborhood love to wisit. The place provides a wood deck,
from which you can observe aquatic plants in the pond. Walking along the yellow soil path makes
for a pleasant experience. There are also three ponds, two guardian poles, a section designed for
therapeutic effect with uneven surface, a miniature water fountain, etc

This is located in a residential area. Waterfalls are made in a plaza near the entrance. The park
extends from above the Samseongsan Tunnel to the foot of Hoamsan (Mountain). It boasts of
workout devices, badminton court, and hiking trail. A monument was set up here to honor An
Sun—hwan, who spent his own property to build Dangunjeon Altar and Nokdongseowon Confu-
cian Academy duning the colonial period out of a wish to rekindle the ethnic vitality of his brethren.
Yeonnji Tree is located about 300m away from the park in the direction of Hoapsa Temple.
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Located at the foot of Hoamsan (Mountain), the park is a popular destination among local residents
engaging in recreation and sports activities. People enjoy attending open-air performances held
there on weekends as well as the refreshing sight of waterfalls in summer. Major facilities include
pavilion, children’s playground, and multi-purposed sports facility.
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The three currents of the waterfalls symbolize the three areas in the neighborhood: Gasan-dong, Dok~
san—dong, and Siheung-dong. The upper side of the park has Geurncheon Culture Center, shaded
areas, benches, lookout, and water fountain. At the lower side of the park, people can enjoy the refresh—
ing sight of waterfalls.
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The place has open-air stage, aquaculture facilities (outside), wur’knut place, golf dmang range,

and multi-purpose rcom {(basement). On weekends, people in the neighborhood come to enjoy
performances held in the park.

LF Factory Outlet, Handsome Factory Outiet, Manseung QOutlet
and PABKLAND. There is a wisitors’ center for Carte Knit's factory on the fourth floor of Mano Outlet
Building-2. Mario Outlet Building-3, which was opened in Septernber 2012, has smokestacks set
up on the rooftop and the entrance to symbolize the early days of the Guro Industrial Complex. The

outside redbrick wall contains the names of businesses and their leaders who played a leading role
in the country’s industnal development.
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The 1 km-long streets from Gasan Digital Complex Station to W Mall were designated as a
“Fashion=IT Culture Zone,” to create a local cultural district, from June 2010 to December 2011,
lllustrating the district's dynamic characteristics, diverse structures were added, like the “Needle
Light,” the “Dot, Line, and Surface” (the design of which was modelled after electronic circuits and
buttons symbalizing the digital complex and fashion streets), a streetlight named “Thinking Tree,”
and "Moving Walls™ with images that change with touch.
